· provide strong staff support and actively collaborate with UST faculty or staff in course/program development and implementation
· demonstrate collaborative and reciprocal learning partnerships to address community needs and educational objectives
· Additional criteria we will consider:
· the organization’s depth and/or breadth of engagement with the university 

· the potential for a deep and sustained partnership 

· the impact of UST involvement with the community organization on all parties involved including the community organization and their constituencies, UST students, and the broader University
